In today’s message, Pastor Ed shared that apart from Christ all 
people are lost, helpless, and separated from God in their sin 
(Romans 3:23; 6:23.) In order to be saved, a person first must know 
that he/she is lost. The word “lost” means to be cut off from God, 
to lose eternal life or to perish. The Bible teaches that we all are 
born into sin and we have chosen sin and this brings death and 
separation from God. The 10 Commandments reveal that we all 
are sinners and are in need of deliverance from the penalty of sin.   
 

As a family, read the 10 Commandments from Exodus 20:1-17 and 
discuss the following questions. 
 

1. Have you ever broken one of the commandments? What does 

that make you? (guilty/under condemnation/need forgiveness) 

2. Read Romans 5:6-8; 2 Cor. 5:16-19. (Share that God took the 
first step to provide a way for sinful man to be brought back into 
a right relationship with Him. All we need to do is repent and 

place our faith in the person and work of Jesus Christ.)
